In the June issue | summarized his discussion of “work
manship of risk” as opposed to “workmanship ofteer
ty.” And, the conclusion that “hand-made handicraft,”
and “hand-made” ae historical or social terms, not tech
nical ones.

In the July issue, | explained (in detail) his definition of
quality, and how to describe it in technical terms.

Now in my concluding segment, | would like to tell you
what he wote about motivation - my wds not his.

| have always been confused lyerences to “the as
and crafts movement.” Specificaliat it's refered to as
if it had an actual stdrdate (apund 1850), and people
credited with identifying its str John Ruskin and
William Morris.

As | understand it, Ruskin and Misrrecognized the
beginning of a period when people began toe'ate”
things for the pur enjoyment of “ezation.” Up until that
time, people “ceated” things to fill a need, or to make a
living. They had no time or money for simply making
something for the perenjoyment of eating.

Most at work was designed by designers, andiedrout
by skilled craftspeople.

The Gothic period is used as an example of this clelse r
tionship between designer and craftsman. Ches and
buildings decorated with intricate cangs wee created

by skilled craftspeople who worked long hours for little
pay Their labor was hat and demanding, and raly
appreciated.

With the arival of the “Arts and Crafts movement” came
a new set of guidelines:

- Self design

- Rough workmanship can be acceptable

- The atist/craftperson is fe to go wher his/her ceativ
ity takes them.

be done for love merthan for moneySome will become
designers, some will not: that is not imfzort: a designer
is one sor of artist, a workman another

One rather feels that painting, whatever else it does
nowadays, has to take @ato look as diffemt as possible
from coloed photographs. Have the crafts got to take
care to look as diffemt as possible dm the workmanship
of cettainty? If that is the best aim they can set them
selves, let them perish, and the quicker the béftdrey
have any sense of their purpose they will look differ
right enough, without having to stop and think ddfer
about it. It is infinitely hoped thatde and ough work
will continue, but not in travestyOne worksaughly in
order to get a job done quickligut all the time one isy¥
ing to regulate the work in evemway that cae and dex
terity will allow consistent with speed.

Free workmanship is one of the main sasrof diversity

To achieve diversity in all its possible manifestations is
the chief eason for continuing the workmanship of risk as
a productive undedgking: in other wods for perpetuating
craftsmanshipAll other reasons a subsidiay to that

one, for thee is inceasingly a vacuum which neither the
fine aits nor industy and its designers arany longer
capable of filling. The contemporapassion of anything
old, for junk and antiques, is no doubt symptomatic. The
crafts in their futue role may yet fill the vacuum but only
if craftsman achieve some consciousness of what teey ar
for, only if they will set themselves thewaighest stan
dards in workmanship, and only if they attract the velun
tary sewices of the best designers.oMimanship and
design ae extensions of each otHer

End of quote.
Wow! David Pie wote this in 1968. What a qiit. And
